Fuller moved to approve the minutes of August 1, 2016 as written. Jeffords seconded, motion carried.

Riggers presented for final approval, Shorelines Conditional Use Permit 16-10 for the Washington State
Department of Fish & Wildlife Heller Bar Board Launch Expansion. Riggers explained there is
currently a two lane ramp but it is not really conducive to having two vehicles using at the same time.

The permit is to rework the current ramp and add twenty feet.

The issue of rafters using areas for jet boats was discussed. Fuller suggested to Bob Dice, Fish &
Wildlife representative that the area by the gage could be developed for rafters to use. Fuller said with
the County planning to do road work up there, maybe the Fish & Wildlife could work with the County.

Dice said the Church Camp area would be a good location to be developed for rafters, Riggers said the
Church Camp area is in the Master Plan for a future launch however the money had dried up.
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Riggers said this ramp is a combined ramp, what the Fish & Wildlife is trying to do is make it more
comfortable for two vehicles to access at the same time.

Riggers informed the Board, that not part of this project however, there have been improvements make
to the parking and signage as well as a handicapped area.

Riggers informed the Board, if they grant final approval, this permit will go to the Department of
Ecology (DOE) for approval.

Fuller moved to grant final approval. Jeffords seconded, motion carried.

Riggers presented for final approval, Shorelines Conditional Use Permit 16-12 for Mark Heuett at
10038 Snake River Road. Riggers explained this work started before the permitting process and he has
been working on it for over a year. Riggers said because Heuett is a member of the Shorelines
Committee he has requested DOE work with Heuett and they have been.

Riggers explained this permit will allo Heuett to restore and stabilize existing shoreline with plantings
and other landscape features.

Riggers explained this permit, if approved by the Commissioners will also go to DOE for approval.

Fuller moved to grant final approval. Jeffords seconded, motion carried.

Riggers gave an update on the Shorelines Master Program (SMP), saying he has been working on it for
three years. Riggers said the plan is still in draft form, if approved it will go to the DOE for public
comment and adoption. Riggers said, a public hearing was held with no input, the only input received
has been from the DOE.

Fuller moved to approve the SMP. Jeffords seconded, motion carried.
