The County may discard SOQ’s not updated within three years.

Consultants are selected from SOQ’s on file, unless a separate RFQ is made for a specific project.  Asotin County is an equal opportunity and affirmative action employer.  Minority-and women-owned firms are encouraged to submit SOQ’s.
