‘The purpose of the Washington Wilderness Hay and Mulch certification program is to prevent the spread of noxious weeds.  The voluntary certification program is designed to assure that hay and mulch sold with proper identification meets minimum standards designed to limit the spread of noxious weeds.  Buyers are provided assurance that hay and straw certified through this program meet these minimum standards to the best of the growers’ and inspectors’ abilities.’  (This is from the WWHAM certification manual for the State of Washington.)
The Asotin County Noxious Weed Control Board began inspecting hay fields in 2008 for those growers who wished to certify their fields.  The inspectors certify hay fields in accordance to the North American Weed Free Forage Certification Standards as well as WWHAM Standards.
